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bits of light on the screen that we humans can
identify as letters, words, or pictures, which it takes
a human intellect to translate into ideas.

Note that the computer program does not have any
existence in space and time without the grains on
the hard disk. And in the same way, we humans are
creatures made in a physical universe: a universe
where the Second Person of the Trinity is also
incarnate, Whose resurrected body — while it may
be able to do things our bodies cannot, like appear
and disappear — can still be touched by a doubting
Thomas, and still enjoy a fish dinner. We too are
promised eternal life. But what happens to us
between the end of our lives, the end of the
universe, and the resurrection at the end of time?
